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Child rate: what’s included?

The online ticket office will remain open over the
Easter egg hunt weekend, so you can purchase
additional tickets before you arrive, or buy them on
the day.
If you have overpaid, the excess amount
will be used as a deposit towards 
any paid activities during the season
(excluding events). 

Can I change my time slot?

Yes, you can come at a different time to the one
you’ve booked, even without letting us know in
advance! Your booking is valid for the whole
weekend.

Is booking required?

Booking is recommended but not compulsory. At
the end of the event, chocolates and snacks will be
handed out, subject to availability, to participants
who have not booked. Booking does not entitle you
to skip the queue at the entrance.
